-Proper MLA heading 

-Creative and properly capitalized title (Do not place it in quotation marks; do not name it “ESLR Essay”)
Essay Requirements: (See the attached sample essay for help; make sure to read the suggestion boxes)
Introduction: Hook (catchy beginning), background information, thesis

Body: 1 body paragraph per ESLR; 5 body paragraphs total
Conclusion: Restate main ideas, wrap-up with a final reflection, and close with a powerful/thought-provoking ending 
Brainstorm: Graphic Organizer
