·After 6 months of piano lessons, preschoolers had spatial-temporal IQ 

scores (important for some types of math reasoning) that were 34% 

higher than those of students who received no training or who 

received computer training.

·When music & visual arts training was given to under performing 1st 

graders for 7 months, they caught up with and surpassed their 


classmates who were without arts training by 22% in measures of 

math completely.  They also showed marked improvement in 


behavior and attitude.

·Students with course work or experience in music performance scored 

53 points higher on the verbal portion of the test & 39 points higher 

on the math portion on the 1999 SAT than students with no course 

work in music or experience in the arts.  Scores for those with 


course work in music appreciation were 61 points higher on the 

verbal portion of the test & 42 points higher on the math portion.

·Music participants received more academic honors & awards than 


nonmusic students, and the percentage of music participants 


receiving As, As/Bs, and Bs was higher that the percentage of 


nonparticipants receiving those grades.
