4. Audience (50 Points) - While not on stage, all students are required to be in the audience for the
remainder of the music classes concert. They are there to learn from the other performing
groups, as well as to support them. No talking or playing around will be tolerated while they
are in the audience.

More information will be coming to you next semester regarding the event, but I wanted to make sure that you
save the date of April 30", 2010. Again this will be a mandatory activity for all music students.

We invite you and your family to attend the Arts Festival to support our Music Department along with NAHS in
this wonderful event. There will be many other activities going on that evening. More specific information will
follow. We are looking forward to a wonderful evening to highlight our students’ performances in our music
concert. All music students will report to Room 424 by 4:30 p.m. on Friday, April 30th, 2010 to check in and
warm up.
